8. CHRISTIAN TESTIMONY

My name is Kingsley Okemwa Nyakagwa. I am a follower of Jesus Christ. I accepted Christ as my saviour on the evening of February 18, 1998. I was only eleven years old, rugged and timid. Growing up in a Christian home, I always thought that I was a Christian. Firstly, the reason is that my mom was always strict with matters concerning the church. Secondly, I spent most of my time around church-like activities and went to a Christian school. As a rule, we had to participate in several religious programs. Besides, I always found myself around the church. Every Sunday, it went without saying that I had to be in Sunday school. After the Sunday school was over, my mom made us sit for another service-the family service. During the service, we were not allowed to cause any disturbance. If we did, mom made sure that we received punishment for our misdeeds. As that is not enough, mom made us pray and fast weekly. With all these religious activities, I thought I was a Christian.

Character-wise, I was not a bad child. Like most of the children where I grew up, I was prone to steal sugar now and then, get into brawls in school and sometimes fail to obey what my mom, teachers, and seniors asked of me. Nevertheless, nothing in my behaviour and context signified a rotten character (humanly speaking). I was a normal kid.

I remember clearly that Wednesday, February 18; mom had made us fast the whole day. We had a routine to pray before we went to bed. On that night, out of nowhere, my mom asked if we wanted to get saved. I did not know what that meant. I thus asked her to explain to us (my cousin and I). she explained what salvation meant: That God sent his Son to die on the cross for our sins. She further explained that all of us had sinned and fallen short of the glory of God. Also, she told us that God had good plans for us. If we chose to accept him, we would have eternal life. If we rejected him, we would be thrown into a lake of fire. The description of hellfire got my attention. I did not want to go to hell. So, I readily accepted to be prayed for so that I could receive Christ into my heart. Days went by after that night. Nothing seemed to have changed significantly. What followed were several other incidents of praying the sinners' prayer. At church, sometimes a preacher could ask if there was anyone who wanted to receive Christ. Eager as I was, I would raise my hands. I would pray the sinners' prayer again. However, at 14 years old, it started making sense what it meant to have a relationship with Jesus Christ. I developed a great hunger and thirst for the word of God. Surprisingly, I read the whole Bible within a year. By the time I was in grade eight, I had already started preaching in school and Bible clubs.  In high school, the story was the same. I could share my faith with other students. 

Perhaps another turning point in my walk with the Lord after salvation was when I was baptised in the Holy Spirit. That was in my tenth grade. Seated at home on our couch praying during my morning devotion, I suddenly felt as if an electric current had passed through my body. At once, I began to speak in a different language I did not know. From that day, my prayer life changed. I started to pray about everything. God began to use me mightily in church and school. As a result, I got elected as the chairperson of our church youth ministry and in school, I participated in the worship team. A timid boy that I was, now I boldly declared the word of God.

I joined college with a lot of expectations. From High School, I had the ambition to make money and die rich. Studying finance and eventually becoming a finance manager proved to be my perfect path to this goal. Thus, I wanted to be done with school so soon to chase this dream. My life seemed normal until November 2014. I began sensing the Lord giving me a new direction. By the end of that month I concluded that the Lord wanted me in full-time ministry. Working in full-time ministry was not something I had envisioned. As a result, I resisted the idea until April 2015 when I surrendered to God’s ways. By June I had resigned from my work and gone to Baringo for missions. At first, it was not easy as many people did not think I was making the right decision. However, I discovered hope and help in Jesus when my church (Nairobi Baptist Church) took me in to work with them. Over the years, my obedience to God has been tested but I am glad I have a personal relationship with Jesus that gives me strength to stand firm.
